BOTH FOR DAYTIME AND NIGHT-TIME TEMPERATURES. THE YEAR RANKED AMONG THE WARMEST, WHILE ALSO

STANDING OUT AS THE 2ND DRIEST YEAR OVER THE PAST DECADE, CONSISTENT WITH THE ONGOING WARMING AND
DRYING TREND OBSERVED IN RECENT YEARS.

HIGHLIGHTS
Rainfall: In 2025, totals were well below recent conditions, making the year the second driest on record. Annual
rainfall was approximately 48 percent below the recent 10-year average for Cayman Brac. 

Temperatures: In 2025, temperatures were about 0.8°C above the recent 10-year average, placing the year among the
warmer years of the past decade and continuing the observed warming trend. Maximum temperatures were
particularly elevated, contributing to increased daytime heat stress, with values averaging about 1.4°C above the 10-
year average. Minimum temperatures also remained relatively warm, with values about 2.9°C above the recent 10-
year average, indicative of reduced nocturnal cooling.

Outlook: For 2026, temperatures are expected to remain above-average over the coming months, while rainfall is
forecast to be near to below-average, in line with the CINWS Dry Season Prediction. 
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
