JJA 2024 frequency of 7-day very wet spells

USUALLY: 3 to 6 wet spells (ABC Islands: up to 3) occur from June
to August, with 1 to 3 of them ending up very wet (ABC Islands:
up to 2).

FORECAST: JJA is likely to be be at least as wet as usual across the
region.

* A larger number of wet spells and very wet spells than usual
may be expected across the region (medium to high
confidence).

IMPLICATIONS:

* Accelerating recharge rates of large water reservoirs and soil
moisture throughout the region in view of the faster than
usual increasing number of wet spells into the wet season.

* The chance of recurrent very wet spells translates to flood
potential (1) increasing from moderate in June and July to
high in August in Belize and the islands; (2) decreasing from
high to moderate in August in the Guianas.

USUALLY: Up to 1 extreme wet spell occurs between
June to August (ABC Islands: up to 1).

FORECAST: JJA is likely to be at least as wet as usual
across the region.

* A higher than usual chance for one or more
extreme wet spells may be expected across the
region (medium to high confidence) except along
parts of northern Guyana.

IMPLICATIONS:

* Inview of the chance of extreme wet spells
increasing towards August in Belize and the islands
the potential for flash floods and associated
hazards is expected to increase from moderate to
high. The inverse trend is expected in the Guianas
by the end of August.
